Family or 
friends who live outside the 
evacuation zone?  Shelters are 
limited and you will need to take 
your own supplies.

Constitutional Amendment

residential property over 
$1M. That is what they want 
you to think.  

2) This bill will affect ALL 
investment real estate. This 
includes: 
3) ALL residential 

investment properties 
4) Commercial properties 
5) Resort properties 
6) Agricultural properties 

 
 

 
 
 
 
What does this mean for you?  
Cost of living goes up for 
EVERYONE including: 
1) Higher costs of groceries 
2) Higher gas prices 
3) Higher costs of services 
 
The department of education 
gets the largest amount of 
funds from the general funds 
each year totaling almost   
$3 BILLION dollars.  
 
1) They haven’t had an audit 

since the 60’s.  
2) They will not guarantee 

students or teachers will see 
any of the money that comes 
from this bill.  

3) The bill has no cap on funds 
(BLANK CHECK), and NO 
guarantee of where the 
money will go.
